Who is in this class?  This is a required class for all 6th grade students. 

Why am I in this class?  A 6th grade technology course is required for all students at Jewett Academy

What is this class about?  Technology and technological developments have given rise to profound changes in society, transforming how we access and process information, how we communicate with others and how we work and solve problems. MYP technology enables students to identify access, evaluate and acknowledge a wide range of information sources. Students are expected to select and handle media and software that are appropriate to the problem being solved. 
MYP technology aims to provide the means and the context to help students become skillful problem

solvers, who can appreciate the role of technology in everyday life and society and who can respond

critically and resourcefully to real-life challenges.

The MYP technology course aims to:

• challenge all students by providing opportunities for different needs and learning styles

• encourage students to explore the role of technology in both historical and contemporary contexts

• contribute to raising students’ awareness of their responsibilities as world citizens when making

decisions and taking action on technology issues.

During the course, students should:

• carry out units of work in technology using materials and techniques safely and responsibly. You will be using programs such as PowerPoint, Microsoft Word, Movie Maker, & Keyboarding etc. 
• work effectively as members of a team, collaborating, acknowledging and supporting the views of

others

• provide evidence of personal engagement with the subject (motivation, independence, general

positive attitude) when working in technology.
What are the instructional materials for this class?  There will be a combination of texts and materials using the MYP process journal, Microsoft computer software programs, Easy Tech, Keyboarding lessons. 
How is this class set up?  There is no magic wand to become a real world problem solver so you must actively engage in your own learning.  You will be working individually and in groups during this course.  Individually you will be required to complete and keep up to date a process journal. (this will be explained in detail during the course) As a group you should work together respectfully to complete the task provided. To learn the most that you can, it is important that you significantly contribute to each and every assignment.  ACTIVITY SHOULD YIELD ACCOMPLISHMENT!

	Assignments

It is expected that each student will have silent reading material with him/her DAILY in all classes-including Technology!  All work completed on the computer should be saved in the students file on the server at Jewett Academy.

	Make-up Work
	It is a YOUR responsibility to make up the work that you miss. Make up work can be scheduled individually with the teacher upon request.  Unfinished make up work will result in no credit for that assignment(s) according to the Code of Conduct.

	Attendance
	This is a semester long class. Each class period lasts 45 minutes. Students who miss more days than the Code of Conduct allows are in danger of being denied credit for a class.

	Tardies
	Arriving to class is expected!  All students must be in their assigned seats before the bell rings.     
1st tardy = warning
Every tardy after the first one will receive a mark on the Behavior Card. 

	Hall Passes
	The restroom should be used between classes.  You may not be released from class unless you have a pass from an administrator or teacher. 

	Electronic Equipment
	ELECTRONIC DEVICES ARE NOT TO BE USED DURING SCHOOL HOURS, UNLESS PERMITTED BY THE TEACHER. All cell phones (& other electronic devices) are to be turned off and kept out of sight, unless otherwise instructed by the classroom teacher.  Students will receive a mark the first two times they are caught with the cell phone out without permission.  The phones will only be allowed to be used for part of an academic lesson. Use of a cell phone WITHOUT PERMISSION (even for a calculator or clock) or a phone ringing in class will result in automatic mark on discipline card (CELL - unauthorized use of cell phone).  The third time will result in a referral for insubordination and the child being suspended for one day.
